Q: What is the historical origin of YWIES?

. The history of Yew Wah goes back to its foundation in Hong Kong in 1932 by Madam Tsang
Chor-hang, mother of Dr. Betty Chan Po-king, Director of Yew Wah International Foundation. She is
an outstanding pioneer who devoted her whole life to education in China. Dr. Chan and Professor
Paul Yip Kwok-wah, successors of Yew Chung (www.ycef.com) and Yew Wah have been developing
Yew Chung globally and have achieved concrete success. However, under license constraints, only
expatriate children are able to attend Yew Chung schools in China (except Hong Kong). In order to
offer Chinese students the same opportunity to enjoy quality international education resources,
Dr. Chan and Prof. Yip were granted approval from the Government to develop Yew Wabh international
education schools in Shanghai, Chongging, Yantai and Shenzhen, to open the doors to both Chinese
and overseas students in China.

: What kinds of students are suitable to study with Yew Wah? What are the school’s
admission requirements?

: Our school is especially suitable for the students who are ambitious for university life outside China
and expect to work in an international environment in the future. Currently, our school accepts
students graduated from local lower secondary schools, and bridges high school students into our
IGCSE and A Level courses. We also accept a few foreign students. Our school has strict admission
procedures to make sure every candidate is qualified. To enter our OUPP, students should pass the
CIE Checkpoint Examination and submit their grade reports together with prior schools’ recommendation
letters. In addition, we interview all candidates to assess their character and attitudes towards studying,
to ensure that all those who are accepted will contribute to the school’s learning environment.

: If my child is not so good in English, can he study in Yew Wah?

© Yew Wah has an excellent team of professional foreign teachers and a genuine English environment,
and we are experienced in teaching English as a second language. Together with our multicultural
environment and intensive English training programme, we effectively enhance students’ English
standard.

: Is it guaranteed that all A Level students will be admitted by overseas universities?

Even when a student gets all “D” in 3-4 A Level subjects, he / she can get into an average overseas
university. From previous experience, Chinese students could usually get “D"” or above. Therefore, we
can say that all A Level students will be accepted by overseas universities. However, it does not mean
that students do not need to work hard because face-to-face interviews are sometimes required for
selection of all-rounded students with good English language skills. Especially for the top-class
universities in the world, their entrance requirements are extremely demanding. Students aiming at
these universities should work very hard.

: How are the qualification and experience of the teaching team? Is it guaranteed that there
will be foreign teachers?

Professional foreign teachers are selected by Human Resource Division of our Foundation from
all over the world every year. The school also selects experienced Chinese teachers with advanced
educational knowledge. In order to provide students with high quality education service,
the Foundation organizes regular trainings for both Chinese and overseas teachers.

: Is Yew Wah only concerned about the academic performance of students?

© Yew Wah not only cares about students’ academic performance, but also their holistic development.
The school provides a wide range of extra-curricular activities to balance their study and interests.
Students are involved in the community through winter camps, summer camps and international
activities. Professional teachers are here to guide them on dealing with studying, daily life, psychology
and character development. The school also concerns about the development of leadership qualities
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Alex Chen, our Alumni who graduated in 2007 was more than
prepared academically when he headed off to lowa State University
to pursue his studies last year.
